Real Hyderabad ignored to
pursue Hitec C1ty Klshan

Union minister G. Kishan
Reddy on Wednesday said the
Telangana state government
has completely ignored devel-
opment of the city where
either the AIMIM, or the BRS
does not represent Assembly
constituencies that fall in the
city.

The minister who under-
took a padayatra in the
Secunderabad Lok Sabha con-
stituency he represents in
Parliament, also said during
the course of the day-long
walk, that the Telangana state
government has no concept of
what an international city is,
and tries to get away by dis-
playing Hitec City as some
main rains the only show-
pieces to stake this false
claim.

Kishan Reddy, who walked
through Nampally, Asifnagar,
and Musheerabad Assembly
segments that are part of the
Secunderabad Lok Sabha con-
stituency, said localities in
non-AIMIM and non-TRS rep-
resented areas in the city
were suffering from bad
roads, poor street lighting,

and supply of polluted drink-
ing water. “It is pathetic that
the GHMC says it does not
have funds to replace burnt
out street lamps. In several
localities, people are living
without access to basic
amenities. Never before have
we witnessed GHMC contrac-
tors holding dharnas
demanding that their bills be
cleared,” he said.

“The real Hyderabad is
being ignored in the pursuit
of developing areas of Hitec
City. The state government
must spend more to ensure
equitable development across
all localities of Hyderabad,
especially as this city pro-
vides 8 per cent of all rev-
enues earned by the
Telangana government,” he
said.

Govt. ignoring slums, only showing
Hi-Tech City as development: Kishan

Union Minister for Tou-
rism, Culture and North-
east Development G. Kish-
an Reddy criticised the
State government for ig-
noring the basic amenities
in slums of the twin cities
like drinking water supply,
streetlights, sewerage and
roads even while touting
Hyderabad as an interna-
tional city on Wednesday.
“Chief Minister K. Chan-
drasekhar Rao has pro-

mised to transform the city
into Istanbul but the reality
is the slums are beset with
infrastructure issues with a
clear bias against taking up
works in areas where the
ruling party is weak,” he

charged, after walking
through Nampally and
Musheerabad areas the en-
tire day along with party-
men and officials.

Mr. Reddy, also the Se-
cunderabad MP, demand-
ed that the government
take up the pending works
on a war footing without
further delay.

The Minister began his
tour in Mallepally, Asifna-
gar and surroundings be-
fore moving towards Adik-
met, Ramnagar and other
areas where he received

complaints from people
about leaking drains, in-
adequate water supply,
bad roads, and so on.

He later told the media
it was unfortunate that the
GHMC did not have funds
to take up streetlighting
and lamented the situation
in slums.

“Is it enough to show-
case Hi-Tech City and the
environs as development
while scores of people in
slums are living in poor
conditions,” questioned
Mr. Reddy.
